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PART 1

PURPOSE:  In your own words, explain what you are attempting to do in the laboratory exercise and the reason for it. This is all that should go in this section.

PART 2

EQUIPMENT AND MATERIALS LISTS: You should make two separate lists of the things that you will use in this lab. Equipment is the hardware that will not be used up. It should include things such as glassware, ring stands, bunsen burners, etc. Materials are the things that will be consumed by the experiment. This will include such things as chemicals. The names as well as the formulae should be included. This is all that should go in this section.
PART 3

PROCEDURE: This section is a step-by-step description of your experiment. It should include observations of the experiment in progress. If you found it necessary to depart from your lab handout you should describe the reason, and the steps you then took in enough detail for someone else to repeat what you did. When you make your observations remember that it is important to report the things that you did observe, not the things that you expected to observe. This is all that should go in this section.

PART 4

QUESTIONS AND CALCULATIONS: You should use this section to answer any questions that accompanied your lab handout and/or were assigned by the teacher. You should also include any calculations, graphs, etc, that are important to your lab.  This is all that should go in this section.
PART 5

CONCLUSIONS: This is your chance to explain if your experiment worked as planned or not, and if not why not. You may find it helpful to refer back to your purpose. If you have thoughts as to how this experiment might be modified or improved, this is the place to mention it.
