Mini-Project On Water Cycle

To achieve a better understanding of how water affects everyday life students will work together to demonstrate their knowledge of the water cycle.  The assignment will be broken into four sections: Condensation, Saturation, Evaporation, and Precipitation.  

Each group will contain four students assigned by the teacher.  Once grouped each student will pick which of the four topics he/she would like to work on.
